War of 1812-Failure in Foreign Policy

Objectives: Understand the Neo Conservative and New Left view of both Jefferson and Madison’s administration, with special emphasis on the causes of the War of 1812 and the failure of Madison's War policy 

Thesis: 
The War of 1812 had four overt causes, but the main reason that the United States fought a disastrous two year battle with Britain was the blundering mistakes by Jefferson and Madison.  Devoid of military weapons, both men committed the US to a path of economic destruction and military peril from which only luck and the grace of providence protected the nation.

John Garraty:   “Neither Jefferson nor Madison had prepared the nation for war.  After 10 years of Republican rule, they had successfully reduced the amount of democracy in the country, but also weakened national energies.  After six years of Madison’s presidency,  the United States was discredited and falling to pieces.  It was effectively bankrupt financially and militarily, with the army lacking recruits.  Washington was in ashes and NE organizing secession.  As late as 1815, division into several nationalities still seemed possible.”
